· Work is neat, organized and polished

Your presentation can be in any format you choose.  PowerPoint, Poster, Inspiration, pamphlet etc.

Power Point Expectations:

· Your presentation contains all required information 

· Slide timing is slow enough to allow each slide to be read

· There is no extra, unnecessary sound effects, etc.

Inspiration Expectations:

· Your visual map contains all required information 

· The pages have titles and each page focuses on one topic

Poster/Brochure Expectations:

· Poster/Brochure contain all required information

· Poster/Brochure represents all information clearly and concisely
